This year, 21 of our teens, young 
adults, and chaperones will be 

heading to Lapwai, Idaho for an annual mission trip.  
This will be the fourteenth year that Deborah & Hal 
Rovick have led our youth and made the journey 
via car, train, and van to help serve the Nez Perce 
Tribe.  Over the years they have developed a rela-
tionship of trust with the native people.  Our youth 
will be working on several projects this year.  In the 
past, we have constructed handicap ramps for the 
elders of the tribe, rebuilt the Trading Post, assem-
bled a play structure, painted homes, replaced 
floors and built and raised 2 shade/weather struc-
tures. 
How can you help?  You can participate in our trip 
in several ways, without leaving home!   
 
• You can pray for the group and the people of 

the Nez Perce Tribe.  Each workday at noon the 
group will be praying The Angelus.

Much Ado About Nothing July 11, 2:00 PM pre-
view One of Shakespeare's wittiest and most be-
loved comedies. Of all the couples in Shakespeare, 
perhaps none is more widely loved than Beatrice 
and Benedict. Their battle of wits, their antagonism 
turned to eroticism, their history. The audience, like 
the other characters in the play, wait with excite-
ment as their wits clash, and eventually, as their 
love blossoms. 
 
Macbeth July 15, 8:00 PM preview Dark, bloody, 
brutal, and magnificent, William Shakespeare’s 
Macbeth is one of the greatest plays ever written. 
Its central couple, ironically, is one of Shake-
speare’s happiest. A powerful unit, wildly in love 
with each other, the Macbeths follow the insinua-
tions of the witches – the famous weird sisters – 
and commit murder in the name of their shared am-
bition: the throne of Scotland. But even with their 
goal achieved, Macbeth’s paranoia and guilt lead 
him further down the road of blood.
